Time Tip
I just gave a presentation to a large architectural firm.  It was in their research library versus a conference room.  I brought my usual, small, analog clock (the one with a dial).  It has saved me many times because not all rooms have clocks.  I’ve even brought two clocks to a conference and loaned one out to another speaker!
It paid off again this time!  This time – get it?  Not a single clock was within view at this venue! 

 

Go to a drug store or department store and find a clock – one with a big face that’s easy to read from a distance.

Make sure it has a good battery and an extra fresh battery.  I always remove the battery when I get home to preserve it for my next presentation.

My clock stopped one time during a presentation.  That’s worse than NO clock!  It took a while for me to figure out it had stopped.  It sounds simple now, but at the time, I was only looking for time left, not analyzing why I still had 10 minutes remaining.

By the way, make sure the alarm is OFF!!!  I’ve heard of an alarm accidentally going off in the middle of the speech!  You don’t want it to be yours!
